	1. Locate the White, Green, and Black wires shown in the picture.
	1. Cut the white and green wire as shown in�the picture.
	1. Strip the green and white wire with the wire strippers
	1. Put on and crimp new connection on the white and green wire
	1. Locate the back panel and unscrew the 7 Philips head screws 
	1. Locate the black wire coming from the Pigtail and remove it from the circuit breaker�
